
 
SketchUp Garage 

SketchUp Roof 

Draw a vertical line from the midpoint of 

the front wall, parallel to the blue axis. 

Make line at least 8’ long. 

Color by Layer is turned off for clarity. 

Connect the ends of lines to create a 

pitch line. 

Make a construction line 2’ away from 

the edge of the wall for the overhang. 

 

Use the line command to extend the 

pitch line to the midpoint and overhang 

lines. 

 

The new lines will be purple when 

they’re parallel to the existing pitch line. 

Draw two 6” long vertical lines fro each end 

and connect with one another. 

 

Use the line tool to draw a path around the 

top outside edges of three walls. 

 

In this view the walls are turned off for 

clarity. 

 

Select the Follow Me command. This is 

similar to Push/Pull except it can follow a 

path (the shape of the garage/house). 

 

Follow path around 3 sides of garage. This 

creates a hip roof on one end and a gable 

on the other.  

 

 

Draw a lines to close off wall. 

Use the Paint Bucket to put colors and 

textures on surface such as: paint, carpet, 

siding and roofing. 

 

Download fixtures such as: toilet, sink, hot 

water heater, cabinets and refrigerator. 

 

Finish the garage/house with all desired 

furniture. 

 

 

 

 

When you use Follow Me, the roof 

on your house will get these weird 

“wings”. 

 

 

 

Right-click on each roof surface, select 

Intersect Faces—With Models. 

Now you should be able to delete the 

weird “wings”. Proceed carefully, some-

times surfaces you want to keep disap-

pear.

Create a 5/12 pitch at the top left corner 

of the front wall. 

Use the Push/Pull command and pull the 

ends of the gable out 2’ past the wall for the 

gable overhang.  
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
